
ANGUS COUNCIL CAR PARKS

1. All Angus Council Car Parks are free of charge.

2. There are two car parks with height restrictions: High Street, Carnoustie 6’6” (1.98 m) 
and Elliot, Arbroath 7’9” (2.3m)

3. There are toilet facilities available at Baltic Street, Montrose, Reform Street, Kirriemuir 
and Church Street, Brechin; however there are no waste disposal facilities for 
motorhomes at any Roads Services Car Park.

4. There are no spaces specifically aimed at motorhomes. All must park parallel with a 
marked bay and left in a position that the movement of other vehicles is not obstructed.

5. There is no ban on overnight parking; however no person shall use any part of a car 
park or any vehicle left in a car park for sleeping, camping or cooking purposes.

6. Angus Council Roads Services Car Parks are listed below. 
Those that do not permit the parking of Motorhomes are marked with a *: 
The car parks marked with a (S) indicate Short Stay car parks. A maximum period of two 
hours is permitted.
Car parks marked with a (D) indicate parking for the disabled.

7. Although all Angus Council car parks are free of charge, all have time limits and 
regulations that have to be complied with. Any one found contravening the regulations 
runs the risk of incurring a fixed penalty notice.
